More than 1,200 Rotarians from 42 countries gathered in New York to learn how to meet humanitarian needs
worldwide by working more effectively with United Nations agencies.

The annual Rotary Day at the UN, held 4 November, featured
panels on literacy, water, health, and hunger. Speakers
included officials from the UN and its agencies, who
encouraged collaboration and praised Rotary’s work with the
World Health Organization and UNICEF in the global effort to
eradicate polio. Since 1985, Rotary has contributed more
than US$616 million to a polio-free world.

Rotary’s relationship with the UN dates to 1945, when 49
Rotarians acted as delegates, advisers, and consultants at
the UN Charter Conference. Sylvan Barnett was honored by
RI President Boyd at the event for his years of service as an
RI representative to the UN.
